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American Sweets and Drinks - WARNING

Salford City Council have asked us to share with you a warning issued by The Chartered Trading Standards
Institute about unauthorised additives in imported American snacks, sweets and fizzy drinks. These products,
popularised by social media influencers on platforms like TikTok, are flooding UK high streets, posing serious
health risks to children.

Salford Information, Advice and Support Service (SIASS) have asked us to inform parents and carers that they
will be delivering a second parent and carer training session focusing on the Annual Review process for
EHCPs.

They have a maximum number of 24 participants and will allocate places on a first come, first served basis.
They have asked that you only attend if your child has a current EHCP and only 1 parent per family can attend.
If you signed up for the previous training and did not attend, you will be added to their waiting list.

If you wish to book a place on the course, please email steven.booth@salford.gov.uk and ensure you include
your child’s full name, date of birth, school/ educational setting they attend, and when their EHCP was issued.

SIASS will corroborate if the child/young person has an EHCP and if they do not you won’t be offered a place.
